Saúl Cosentino himself was 
hugely influenced by Piazzolla, eventually studying with 
him and becoming friends. 
The core of the repertoire Carismático presents are 
Cosentino’s brilliant, emotionally charged compositions 
along side some classic Piazzolla arrangements and 
Street’s own wonderful new compositions for the group.
